Tim has since leveraged his Hi-5 celebrity status for worthy causes 
and public service campaigns such as RTA Drink Driving educational video, entitled “ A Time To 
Choose”  and CentreLink’s Youth Allowance Campaign. His performing career was put on hiatus 
in 2007 when Tim was involved in a serious motorcycle accident but while recuperating, he helmed 
a new startup, Obsidion Productions, as writer, director, producer as well as business manager.
